Formulary amendments

.  Sevelamer—Formulary classification for sevelamer carbonate changed to
. Renagel® changed to GREY (non-formulary).

«  Doxepin—Formulary amendment added stating doxepin is second line to
amitriptyline for itching. Amendment added to amitriptyline stating first line in itching.

.  Tiotropium—Braltus® brand added to tiotropium entry.
.  Despite being different doses: Spiriva Handihaler and Braltus are bioequivalent
and deliver the same amount of active ingredient to the patient
.  Capsules for Spiriva Handihaler and Braltus should be used in their intended
device only

«  Fluoride— classification agreed. For radiotherapy patients only; it will be
appropriate for the GP to prescribe until the patients register with a dentist. All
patients should be encouraged to register with a dentist.
